Landfills a Tough Sell

November 30, 2006 —Landfills have always been a tough sell for sanitation officials and garbage companies. And a new survey of Americans’ attitudes toward development has found it’s getting even harder, not only for landfills, but for most development projects.

The second annual Saint Index, by the Saint Consulting Group, found landfills were opposed by 87 percent, up from 82 percent last year, beating casinos, power plants, and yes, even Wal Mart as Americans’ most despised land use project.
